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EXPLANATORY NOTES

1. Matrices

This volume, the International Trade Matrix for Asia-
Pacific Region by Industrial Group, 1975-1992 -Import-,
comprises of three parts, each of which contains matrices of
imports from reporting countries/regions to partner
countries/regions by industrial group. Value Matrices
present the amounts of imports in millions of a US dollar.
Partner Country/Region Share Matrices show each partner
country's /region's share in a reporting country's total
amount of import in percents. Reporting Country/Region
Share Matrices express the share of each reporting

country's/region's exports in world imports in percents.

In each matrix, rows represent importing countries/re-
gions, and columns represent partner countries/regions.
Data are listed for the years 1975, 1980, 1985, 1990, 1991
and 1992. Each matrix is broken down into four pages,
with the upper left-hand section appearing first, followed
by the up right-hand section, lower left-hand section, and

lower right-hand section, in this order.

2. Classification of Industrial groups

Below are the industrial groups used in this work. This
classification (1020) conforms with the 24-industrial sec-
tor classification adopted in the Institutes of Developing
Economies' International Input-Output Table for Asia.

Note: Matrices by 1020 are compiled by summing up import
values corresponding to SITC four-digit codes. Matrices by 103
come from by totaling corresponding 1020-matrices. For "All
Commodities," SITC zero-digit (i.e., commodity total) import
values are used instead of totaling I03-matrices. Therefore, note
that the sum total values of matrices by 103 do not necessarily

equal those of "All Commodities" matrix.

3. Countries and Regions

The countries and regions used herein comprise the fol-
lowing categories: Asian-Pacific region, European
Union, Other Asia, Rest of the World and World. The
countries classified under "Asia-Pacific region” are the
current eighteen members of APEC(Asia-Pacific Eco-
nomic Cooperation). "European Union" encompasses the
EU's current fifteen members.

Note: Rows and columns respectively indicate the reporting
countries/regions and the partner countries/regions. The data
used herein are from 142 reporting countries, which do not en-
compass the entire world. There are some cases in which data
exist for limited years. Therefore, it should be noted that the
coverage of countries of rows is narrower than that of columns.
For example, the database contains no data on Chinese imports
for the years 1975 and 1980, and so the rows representing China
in the matrices for 1975 and 1980 are empty. Hence, although
China belongs to the categories "APEC18" and "World," Chi-

nese data for 1975 and 1980 are not included in these regions.

4, Standard International Trade Classification and

Industrial Group Classification

The data used herein are classified according to the
first, second and third revision of the Standard Interna-
tional Commodity Classification(SITC). Attachment
I(SITC.R1:1020 Correspondence Table), attachment
2(SITC.R2:1020 Correspondence Table) and attachment
3(SITC.R3:1020 Correspondence Table) indicate the cor-

5. World Trade Database

The Institute of Developing Economies has developed a
world trade database system(AIDXT) using computer
readable data from the UN's Commodity Trade Statistics
and the OECD's Series C: External Trade Statistics by
Commodity and the TRADE OF CHINA (TAIWAN
DISTRICT) compiled by the Statistical Department,
Inspectorate General of Customs, Taipei, Taiwan, The
Republic of China and reprocessed at the Institute. Since
no data was available for Taiwan prior to 1986, data for
this period was input directly from the publication, the
TRADE OF CHINA (TAIWAN DISTRICT), and
reprocessed at the Institute. This work was completed by
selecting and processing data from this database for the
years 1975, 1980, 1985, 1990, 1991 and 199. Attachment
4(Database of Export Statistics) and attachment
5(Database of Import Statistics) are tables of the data used
in volumes 1 and 2 respectively, and include the

following information.

(1) RCNTRY

Reporting country. Arranged alphabetically by region.
(2) YEAR

The last two digits of the Christian era year.
(3) SITC

The version of SITC used. The first, second and third
revision of SITC are respectively indicated by (R1),
(R2) and (R3).
4T

The total amount of export/import corresponding to
SITC 0-digit.
(5) 1020/T

The ratio of the sum total of exports for the 20 indus-
trial groups to the total export/import. Note that the sum
total for 20 industrial groups is not always equal the to-

tal export/import.

Using China's export as an example, Attachment 4
shows that data for the years 1975 and 1980 are unavail-
able; that data for 1985 is based on SITC.R2; that total
export is 25,632 million US dollars; that SITC 4-digit
code data is not available; that data for the 1990 is based
on SITC.R2; and that total export is 62,091 million US
dollars. The entry for I020/T is 100.00%, which means
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that total export equals the sum total for the 20 industrial
groups. In 1991 and 1992, as well, sume totals for 20 in-
dustrial groups equal the respective total exports. Look-
ing at the exports of the United States in Attachment 5, we
see that for each year-the export total does not equal the
sum total for 20 industrial groups. Particularly in 1985,
the sum total for the 20 industrial groups is only 86.93%
of total exports, indicating that roughly 13% of total
exports(worth roughly 26.7 billion US dollars) do not fall

under any of the twenty industrial groups used herein.

Note: The UN's data consist of "exports”, "imports" and
"re-exports.” In the World Trade Database(AIDXT), re-
exports are defined as exports and included in data for the
latter.

6. Other Clarifications

(1)UN's data do not indicate Taiwan as a partner country.
However, the categories "Other Asia" and "World" in-
clude Taiwan as a partner country.

(2)Exports from Singapore to Indonesia are excluded
from the trade statistics and, consequently, from data on
trade with the world.

(3)Following unification of the German Federal
Republic(West Germany) and the People’'s Republic of
Germany(East Germany) in October, 1990, the country
was named the General Federal Republic (Unified Ger-
many). In this work, the former West Germany and the
Unified Germany are included in "EU15", while the
former EAST Germany is included in "Other World."

Note: For OECD members(i.e., Japan, United States, Canada,
Australia, New Zealand, Denmark, Belgium, Luxembourg,
France, Germany, Netherlands, United Kingdom, Ireland, Italy,
Spain, Greece, Norway, Sweden, Iceland, Switzerland, Portugal,
Austria and Finland) and Taiwan, the data compiled by the
OECD was used. As for Taiwan, the data compiled by the Tai-
wanese government used. Data compiled by the UN are used for
all other countries. However, UN 's data were used for Australia
and New Zealand for the years 1975, 1980 and 1985, although

these two countries are OECD members.
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
